One thing that many of us have, or want, but don’t
have, is a job. Sure, we are just in high school, after
we graduate we have the rest of our lives to work, but
several of us still insist on working. Many of our peers
bag groceries at Starter Bros, make frappachinos at
Starbucks, or even take orders at Bakers. Its obvious
that almost everyone at school works, but the ques-
tion is how do you get a job?

Before any job searching or work permit hunting
you must ask yourself, “Am I ready for a job?” Sure,
it sounds silly, but think about it. Make sure that your
grades are passing. “A job is a privilege not a right,
your education comes first,” says Work Experience
Education teacher Manuel Rodriguez. Also, make sure
that you are not too involved with clubs, sports or any
other time consuming activities that could interfere
with employment. Keep transportation in mind as well,
you must have a way to get to and back from work,
and most of all make sure you have your parent’s ap-
proval. Once you have all of these things checked off
you can now go job hunting.

The first thing you might want to do is call busi-
nesses that you would like to work at. Ask them if
they are currently hiring. If they say no, ask them when
they will be hiring; many businesses like Stater Bros.
or Starbucks have job fairs almost once a month. Be
sure to also ask their age requirement. Last of all ask

them where you can apply. Many large-chained busi-
nesses like Target, Food 4 Less and Sears have specific
computers at their establishment where you can sit down
by and fill out an application electronically. You can even
fill out an application or print one out from the business’s
website. You can also just simply pick up an application
from the business you desire to work at.
        After you have filled out and turned in the applica-
tion,  you must now wait until you are given an inter-
view. If you are one of the lucky ones you will get called
back for an interview, and that is where you will either
get called back for a second interview or get hired.
        If you get hired you must go apply for a work per-
mit before you can start legally working. All you have to
do is get a work permit form from school; this form can
be provided by Rodriguez in room 207. You just fill out
your part of the application, then you must get your par-
ents to sign their part, and lastly you must get your em-
ployer to fill out his/her section of the form. Once the
form is completed you must return the work permit to
Rodriguez. Then he decides if you can obtain a work
permit or not. He looks up your grades--your GPA must
be 2.0 or higher--and he might ask you a few questions.
If he decides that you’re eligible for employment, he can
issue the work permit the same or next day.
        After obtaining the work permit you can now show
it to your employer, who can legally employ you. You
now have a job! After following these steps you are now
welcome to world of labor. Good luck, soon to become
laborer!

School IDs and lanyards are here, and this time for good,
with the district and the school implementing firm conse-
quences against those who object. After last year’s failed
attempt of getting students to wear lanyards, this year the
administration is enforcing it, making it a dress code policy.

Several weeks ago, all students without school I.D.’s
were told to report to the front of the McIntosh gym. An
unexpected amount of students showed up. Vice Principal
Robert Verdi agrees that looking back on it now, the deci-
sion was not well thought out. But he says that he cannot
stress enough, that the lanyard policy is for a better school
and student safety.

 Some students  feel strongly against the new policy, so
much so that  several students were seen yanking lanyards
off people’s necks, throwing them in the trash, and lighting
them on fire.  Students put up posters saying “Big Brother is
watching you” and another saying that the  I.D.’s are similar
to those that the Nazi’s gave out, prompting Principal John
Steven Coke to come over the school’s intercom system to
explain the need for the lanyards/IDs and how they would
make the school a safer place. He urged all to wear them all
the time. In a morning message last Friday he announced
that enforcement of the policy would begin in the next week.

Despite student relunctance to wear the lanyards, the
administration is still sticking firm to the policy. The new
dress code policy that was issued in the beginning of the
school year now has a section specifically about the lan-
yards. It states that every student must be wearing one on
campus, and must keep it visible and accessible to campus
staff and supervisors at all times. No stuffing them in your
shirt, or keeping them in your pockets, folders, or backpacks.
And with the districts commitment comes Colton High’s as
well, meaning that security guards and school administra-
tors are cracking down on this issue.

After the initial period of uncertainty after they were
handed out, a quick look around campus confirms that while
some students are wearing them, many students are still not,
at least not visibly. Time will tell if the whole campus comes
on board with the lanyard/ID policy.

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Colton High School’s Student Peace Coalition raised $84 from their yardsale,
that will be used to purchase school supplies for Iraqi children.
The yard sale took place on Saturday October 27th and Sunday the 28th, from
8a.m. to noon at SPC president’s house, junior Patricia Delgado. According to
SPC treasurer junior Nolan Ung, the club raised $62.50 on the 27th and $21.50
on the 28th. 90% of the proceeds will be used to purchase school supplies that will
be made into individual kits, consisting of one package of lined paper, a pair of
blunt scissors, one large eraser, one composition notebook, 12 pencils, one zip-
pered pencil bag, a pack of colored pencils, three folders, one 12 inch ruler, and
one small pencil sharpener. These kits will be shipped off to the warehouse of
Operation Iraqi Children (OIC), which is the non-profit organization that SPC has
collaborated with.  “After we buy the school supplies they will be sent to OIC,
who will send our kits to the troops in Iraq, who will then distribute them to schools
in Iraq,” says SPC vice president junior Jazmin Mena,”

Mena also stated that all the merchandise sold at the yard sale was donated
from members, and everything that was not sold will be donated to Goodwill
within the next week. “We sold stuff like board games, clothes, books, shoes, and
even computer parts,” says Ung. “Overall it was a good outcome, I wish we could
have made more money though,” says Mena.

According to Ung, the club plans on mailing their kits during Thanksgiving
break, which will start November 19th.

The modernization of Colton High School started in June 2005 and is set to take
a two to three year hiatus at the end of this month, according to Principal John Steven
Coke. “When school campuses reach a certain age in California, the state gives the
school money to bring it up to code,” says Coke.

Alice Grundman, Director of Facilities at the school district, expains further.
“The administration building was modernized and we overall upgraded fire alarms,
communication systems, data, computer, and bell systems and the P.A. systems in the
gyms. We did approximately fifteen million dollars worth of construction. We up-
graded the McIntosh Gym, Hubbs Gym, the girls and boys locker rooms, and pretty
much all of the classrooms. We completely remodeled the Home-Ec building, all of
the shops, administration, and the library.” Lighting and air conditioning systems
throughout the campus were also improved.

 Jim Twyford, superintendent of construction management for the contractor that
did the modernization, elaborated: “The main thing we did is eliminate all of the lead
and asbestos, updated everything, made things more ADA [Americans with Disabili-
ties Act] accessible,” he says.

Coke is generally upbeat about the changes. “A lot of things could have been
done better for staff and student convenience, but for the most part we’re pleased,” he
says on the work of Ledesma and Meyers.

The new math and science buildings are to be built two to three years in the
future, says Grundman, after construction on the new high school begins. “We need,
in priority order, to relieve overcrowding at Colton and Bloomington High School
before we would build the science and math classrooms,” says Grundman. The new
science and math building will be two stories with thirty classrooms, says Coke. “This

new building will be a dramatic difference on the campus of Colton High School,”  he
says.  “In the future the cafeteria will have six or seven registers, creating more choices.”

Grundman notes that in the next few months, the maintenance department will
paint the exterior of the school. “I think it [the modernization] is really going to help
school pride,” says Coke.

The California fires have taken six lives, injured more than 45 people and
caused losses of over $1 billion worth of property.  The biggest damage was in the
Malibu and Santa Clarita area where 350,000 houses have been forcibly evacu-
ated.

Let’s start from the beginning of the year before school started. Every senior
received a package from Prestige with information about the senior pictures. Even if
you did not take your actual senior pictures, you had to pay $30 just to take your
yearbook picture. If you did take your senior pictures and ordered a package, you had
a variety of packages to choose from; the prices rage from $230 to $575 and you were
charged you even more if you wanted more poses than what they are asking for.

Another thing that all students want is the yearbook and if you got it before school
started, if you wanted the ASB/Yearbook combo then it was only $70 but without the
ASB card, it cost $80. Also remember that prices do go up as the school year passes.

School dances are very expensive and it’s not just the ticket, it is what you need
for it. Girls need to get their dresses, shoes, get their hair done, and probably their
nails. The boys will need a nice suit and shiny shoes. It seems to be that for Homecom-
ing and Winter Formal (Winter Formal tickets are about $20-$25) aren’t as extrava-
gant as the Junior and Senior Prom.

They’ve captured our attention with their extreme, crazy, unpre-
dictable antics, all in the name of animal rights. When it comes down to it; they’re
more famous for what they do and wear then what they say. Sure, they support a
wonderful important cause, but they’ve taken their protests and advertisements too
far, and it’s starting to seem as though PETA’s job is to shock us, not to shine light on
animal abuse around the world.

 PETA is a household name, having 1.8 million members and being popularized
with the support of countless actors and musicians. They are the  largest animal rights
group in the world. Their popularity gives them the confidence to take on some of the
biggest corporations they accuse of animal abuse: McDonalds, Wendy’s, and Petco.
Most recently they took on KFC, creating a website, kentuckyfriedcruelty.com, to
show the torturing of the chickens they serve. They’re also created the video “Meat
your meat” to show meat eaters just what goes on at the slaughterhouse. PETA is not
afraid to say how they feel. They’ve been as  shocking as to compare the way animals
are treated to that of Holocaust victims; asking the question “Are animals the new
slaves?”

Yet who can focus on the important things PETA stands up for when they have
advertisements of naked Playboy models, Alicia Silverstone, and even Steve-O (yes,
from the notorious MTV show) all proclaiming “I’d rather be naked then wear fur”?
They are doing this more for their own publicity than the welfare of animals. PETA is
so over the top, it is now seen to people as something of a joke. Who can blame
anyone for thinking that, when a PETA anti-fur protest features women in lettuce
bikinis, giving PETA supporters the stereotype of being wild, ridiculous and psycho.
A website was even created “People Eating Tasty Animals” that turns PETA into a
parody.

 Make no doubt about it, PETA does care about animals, proving it in every one
of their undercover investigations. Yet the way they go about getting the word out may
not be the best. Out of the $25 million PETA reportedly made in 2005, 85 percent of
that was spent on management and productions, rather then on animals. PETA’s fi-
nances have even gone under fire with allegations that the PETA leaders have been
involved in criminal activities. All of these controversies make it no surprise that other
animal rights groups dislike PETA. Even female activists complain about PETA using
naked models in ads. John Goodwin, founder of the Coalition to Abolish the Fur Trade
expresses his thoughts on PETA best:  “Some people have positioned the PETA as
flaky, based on silly claims and goofy stunts. It’s time to say no to pie throwing, ma-
nure dumping, and naked models, and get back to talking about animals.”

All ar ound the world America is known;  its culture and style
are discussed and criticized endlessly. The question is how of-
ten do we consider the culture of other countries and people?
There are many people that could give us a glimpse into vari-
ous worldly cultures, but who better than a student that was
born and raised in a foreign country?

     America is home to numerous things, including controversial fashion and manner-
isms, but as Americans we tend to focus on this, our culture, and never bother to question
the culture of other places. Brazil is a very large and boisterous country in South America,
and Colton is currently home to a Brazilian exchange student.
        Senior Cleber Carvalho  (pictured, left) was kind enough to give us a glimpse into
his way of life back in his hometown. According to Carvalho, the clothing style here in
America is much the same as what is worn back in Brazil, the difference is that during the
summer months you don’t see jeans like you do here in California, you see a menagerie of
boardshorts and such.
       When asked to compare his life here to his life back home, he said that life in America
is “more tiring” than life in Brazil. Carvalho said that the school day in Brazil is only four
hours long, versus our seven, and that his school has an open-campus lunch policy and
optional homework. He said that the longer school day here in America, in combination
with the mandatory homework, is more wearing than what he is used to.
       Carvalho also said that at his school in Brazil, rather than the students moving from
class to class, the teachers moved from class to class while the students stay put. He also
shared the fact that in Brazil they don’t have dances like we do here (Homecoming, Winter

Formal, etc), but instead they have a big ‘party’ for the graduating class, which is like a combination of grad night and prom.
Although the school systems are much, much different, his life outside of school is a lot alike in both places. He mostly just hangs around

“doing nothing,” and aside from that he plays soccer and uses ‘Orkut’, which is a myspace-esque website that the people in his hometown use.
      Carvalho also noted the difference between mannerisms within the cultures, saying that Americans seemed “Colder and more distant” than
the warm and embracing Brazilians he is used to.

To many, the United States is defined as a free country-- a place
where you have many rights. According to foreign exchange student
senior Giulia Serrachioli, Italy isn’t far behind. Italy is known to be a
very open country when it comes to social life.

According to Serrachioli, school is very different in Italy when
comparing it to the United States. School begins at 8:30 a.m. and it
ends at 1:30 p.m. The dress code is not enforced, so teenagers have the
right to dress however they want to school. You have to take
five years of elementary, three years of middle school, and
five years of high school. In high school, letters instead of
numbers ranks the grades, and there is no such thing as being
a freshman, sophomore, junior, or senior. Ninth grade is con-
sidered “B,” tenth and eleventh grade is considered “A,”
twelfth grade is considered “ A+,” and thirteenth year is the
thirteenth year.  Lunch is not served during school hours, but
it’s served at home. Another important difference is that in
Italy, school is a place where you go to increase your knowl-
edge and nothing else. There is no such thing as “extra-cur-
ricular activities” or sports on a school campus. Such activi-
ties are conducted outside of school; popular sports played
are soccer, volleyball, swimming, and basketball. Other sports
such as baseball, golf, and wrestling are considered “loser
sports,” according to Serrachioli.

Musical instruments are very popular in Italy, but the in-
struments are very expensive and school expenses are much
more. Those who play instruments are considered to come
from a wealthy family. Even though Serrachioli plays violin
and drums, she says, “I don’t consider my self as wealthy. If I have a
stable life its because my father is a doctor and my mother is the boss
of a bank, but that doesn’t mean I’m rich.”

“In  Italy, lunch and dinner Mondays through Thursdays are con-
sidered family time not like in the United States when everyone eats
on their own. The average lunch and dinner is composed of pizza or

No one person is exactly alike at CHS. We are all different and unique in several different
ways, especially junior Selia Finney who also goes by as Yasmin.

Finney is first generation to be born in America in her family. Her mother’s side of the family
is from Belize, a country in Central America. Her mother moved to America at the age of 12. Her
father was born and raised in Sierra Leone, West Africa, and emigrated to America because of the
blood diamond war. Though she is of African descent as well as Belizean, she prefers to call
herself Belizean. Though Finney has never visited Belize she plans to go there this upcoming
summer to reunite with her family.

Finney keeps in touch with her cousins from Belize; she describes Belizean teenagers as very
different from us. She states that they listen to a lot of reggae and soca music, but they still listen to
R&B and hip hop like many of us do. When it comes to clothes and presenting themselves, that’s
a different story. “We [Americans] focus on our images, they focus on school and coming to
America,” explains Finney. She also states that everyone wears basically the same thing; unlike us,
there is not a variety of different styles and images when it comes to fashion. Though Finney finds
it odd, she describes what is part of many Belizean teenagers and kids’ routine: in Belize they run
for fun, and they go fishing with their hands. She also states that everyone usually spends their days
by the beach.

When  it comes to school, Belize is very similar to schools in the United States. Finney de-
scribes schools as being very strict and most of them enforce a uniform policy. Though Belize is a
third world country, everyone has the chance to go to school and learn just like we do.

Belizean culture is also very unique. Children and teenagers in Belize are not allowed to eat

meals with adults, they only eat once adults have finished. They are also not allowed to look at
adults in the eyes, because it is a sign of disrespect. Though these are just a few of aspects of
Belizean culture; her mother does not
enforce them. Finney describes her
mother as American even though she
moved to America when she was 12
years old. This doesn’t mean that
Finney doesn’t do some “Belizean
things.” Just like many Belizeans, she
speaks Creole, which was her second
language (English being her first.) She
also eats a lot of Belizean food which
she enjoys, like Cassava bread.
      Finney is just one of the examples
of how diverse Colton High really is
and if you open your eyes to a school
there is not one person who is the same.
We are all so different when it comes
to race, style or opinion, no matter what
it may be, not one of us is completely
alike.

acted out through cultural ritual by taking the elders right hand and
placing it on the forehead of one’s self.

In the Filipino culture, it is important to hold your family to the
highest extent. Many Filipinos live near their family for most of
their lives, even as independent adults. Courtship amongst the Fili-
pino people is heavily influenced by Spanish and Roman Catholic
traditions. Many parents disapprove of girls visiting boys’ homes.
Usually, the boy comes to the girl’s house to formally introduce
himself to her parents and family.

Over time, the culture has experienced many difficulties, such
as being oppressed by the Japanese during  WWII. During that time,
propaganda was common. Directors were commissioned to make
propaganda pictures supporting Japanese rule. During the war, al-
most all actors and actresses  depended on stage shows only, mostly
on major Manila movie theaters, to provide for their livelihood.

Now that time has passed, the Filipino culture has evovled and
has become what it once was. It shares ties the United States but
just like every other country has its own set of rules, customs, and
traditions.
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Ever since 2003, Darfur, Africa, and its surrounding countries have
been in a horrifying catastrophe, suffering from rape, malnutrition, and
death.

Lennon’s solo songs like “Give Peace a Chance,” “Imagine,”  “Power
to the People,” and many others have been covered on the two disc

Service, and Christina Aguilera.

“Algorithm isn’t going to be my career or anything. It’s
mostly just for fun.” When asked about Algorithm’s com-
petition: Sticky Monster, and Perv,  Linehan says he’s
not fazed. “They’re pretty cool guys. Sticky Monster gets
their [merchandise] out fast.”

Controversial, abstract, yet serious, just like the baby
boomer generation. This is how Perv Clothing creator
senior Danny Rodriguez describes his popular clothing

line. You may or may not remember the dozens of kids
walking around in Perv’s now infamous ‘Calm Down
Kanye’ tees at the beginning of the year, a testament to
just how popular Perv’s merchandise is with high school
students.

Perv’s wide array of merchandise have hit home with
Colton High students. “I think it’s very creative and
unique and as random as it is it still appeals to teenag-
ers,” says senior Imtiaz Hossain. Perv clothing’s ap-
peal may be the fact that they appeal to all and
don’t desire at all to go mainstream, “There
really isn’t a target [customer], it’s who-
ever wants it. We don’t like scene kids
or hXc kids though,” says Rodriguez,
“and we hope to stay underground.”

Keeping in line with their inde-
pendent ideals, Rodriguez and his
crew oversee every aspect of produc-
tion, including the drawing/designing,
advertising and selling. “We move
weight like a crime team and work on
everything together, except the printing.
That’s done by Grimey Dynasty.” Perv cloth-
ing is currently selling tees, hoodies, bags and
some other specialties, all ranging in price from
$15 to $25, but is also looking to extend their line to
include coffee mugs, stickers, jackets, acrylic pieces and
posters. You can purchase any of these in person, over
the phone or online off of their myspace. When asked if
he’s pleased with the all the students wearing Perv cloth-
ing, Rodriguez says, “It’s weird for some reason, but yeah,
[it’ s been] very progressive.”

“We were just tired of wearing Obey and we wanted
to be artsy,” says senior Dean Oldebralski, co-founder
of Stickymonster, on how his line got started. A then jun-
ior Odebralski and Joe “Joey Beats” Trujillo created
Stickymonster Clothing in February of 2006. Now in his
senior year, Odebralski is calling the shots here at Colton
High. “We are the champs at Colton High, and if you
don’t like it, go rage!” he boasts.

Inspired by Jordan “Green Shirt, 1984” Vallejo (who
is also the inspiration for Stickymonster’s logo), the popu-
lar line was originally a collaboration of Blood and Dia-
monds and Opie clothing, “Then it became legit,” ex-
plains Odebralski. And that it has. With countless pro-
motional stickers all over the San Bernardino County, a
colab with Endeavor clothing, and a much anticipated
colab with Perv Clothing in the works, Stickymonster
has earned an impressive level of notoriety here at Colton

High. Odebralski and Trujillo created the “Vote for
Robot” t-shirts used in senior Anthony

Carvalho’s Homecoming King campaign last
month and I AM  STRONG, a Christian,
straightedge, vegan, hardcore band even
wears Stickymonster clothing to their shows.
With all this celebrity, Odebralski and
Trujillo are truly pleased with their success.
“We’re pumped,” says Odebralski, “When
we see someone wearing our shirts, we feel
proud [enough to] punch them out.”

Odebralski does the screenprinting and both
he and Trujillo, advertise and sell their merch

themselves, but they don’t draw their designs, “It’s
for chumps,” says Odebralski, “We photoshop, it’s

better than what we can draw.” Stickymonster is cur-
rently offering t-shirts for $15, sweaters for $25 and stick-
ers for $2 that “all come with love.” They’ll also soon be
making polos in addition to their upcoming colab with
Perv Clothing.
