Out of the eleven surrounding
school districts, the charts presentedASE showed CJUSD, to be one of the lowest In
salary earning#fter weeks of exposure due to these circumstances, there is now a comprpmise
on both sidesThe many negotiations and meetings between CJUSB@BRgroduced this
compromise.

ACE were the negotiators fighting for the deal presented by the teachers, wha{ they
hoped to receivel he president AACE, Ken Johnson, says, “I am employed by the distri¢t,
but | work for the association [ACE].” “The association represents all certified teachers,
counselors, etc.,” states Johnson, the exclusive representative and bargaining agent for non-
administrative certified members of the district. .

The CJUSD wrote an open letter to the community published in the Colton, Téraanck,
and Loma Linda City News, explaining why they could not give into the demands of these
teachersAfter several meetings and the looming threat of a teacher walkout, they changed
their opinion favorably towards the teachers.

In late January residents of Colton, Grdedrace and Reche Canyon awoke to something
they had rarely seen, at least in their own yards. Snow! The weather in late weeks has been the
most unusual the nation has seen in a long time. In Dece@did#ornia had a few days that were
above 85 degrees, a throwback to spring weahgiin Januarya harsh cold front swept across
the world, creating problems everywhere.

The Northwest and Midwest have suffered the most, with bitter ice storms, harsh winds

topping 45 mph and torrential raidgcording to Denver Daily New$he Denver International
Airport, the natiors fifth busiest airport, was closed for 45 hours by a storm on December 20 that
dumped 20 to 22 inches on the airport over 34 hours. More than 2,000 flights were canceled, 4,700
travelers were stranded, and the delay disrupted the flow of air traffic all across the US.

Even as far away as Europe, the freezing weather conditions have brought commotion. In
Germanyicy roads caused multiple accidents, killing three people and injuring dézeosding
to CNN.com, in the city of Stuttgart, about a thousand airline passengers were stranded overnight
as 70 flights were cancelled due to heavy snowfathperatures sunk to 14 degrees in parts of
FranceAbout 5,000 vehicles were stranded when snow and 200 police tutA6 motorway
that runs through eastern France and firefighters were sent to help stranded motorists. Power was
cut of to about 85,000 homes in central France and train travel was disruptedgstiia’s
Carinthia province 12,000 homes lost electricity when heavy snow toppled trees onto power lines
and oficials issued an avalanche warning for neaklpine mountains.

More recenthyand hitting closer to home, it took just five nights of bitter cold to ruin nearly
$1 billion in citrus and other produce in the Inland Empire. Fruit fields in Redlands had a scare as
temperatures dipped below thegl@ontributing to San Bernardino Coustidss of over $IL5
million.

The recent weather has certainly been a hindrance, causing problems all over the world. But
as we've seen, climate change can be more erratic and drastic than we are able to predict.
